The meeting was called to order at 8:50, there was a review of the agenda, and the minutes were approved as read.

Legislature: the FAEA web has a full and complete summary as well as advocacy measures and suggestions to address the issues. Constant efforts do make a difference and emails are encouraged. We represent FAEA, if you use FAEA in your emails cc Pat Lamb so she can be aware.
Fresh Paint is an excellent publication, when writing articles make sure your information is correct, check out all references.
Arts infusion integration is an enriching way to teach the academic subjects and is always to be in addition to the arts specialist. Arts infusion is in no way to be considered a substitute for art classes. Research shows that students need to emotionally connect to something to get increased learning. We know the arts bring that engaging aspect to any subject. The arts level the playing field for all students regardless of background or academic level.

It was suggested that there be a definition in Fresh Paint, i.e. define the two: Arts infusion and Art classes, how are they alike and how are they different.
Teacher certification needs to be monitored on an individual basis, it is a problem when individuals can become highly qualified by merely passing the test. James Perry was asked to research the ACT rules about becoming highly qualified by passing a test …

Our question is, is it statute. The undergraduate numbers taking art education are low all over the country. There is concern that undergraduate courses are not strong in studio experiences.
The office in Tallahassee does planning and handles the financial matters for FAEA, Fresh Paint and Legislative issues. James Perry was introduced to board he reported:
 
Legislative Issues –Waivers on middle school PE – need to remind admin that district policy can not supersede statute or the communication that the waivers exist
· Schools must inform parents about  the state statutes
· The Department of Education wants to know if these are not being followed. We were reminded that School policy cannot be superseded.

1. Ethics – might suggest to teachers that they belong to their union and purchase
                    personal liability insurance;  James is going to put on website
· Districts MUST report offenses

· The state has the last word on what is immoral
2. Workforce education – alternative credit high school courses
3. The state will publish an approved list of the courses from the practical arts that can receive Fine Arts Credit.

· Pat Lamb suggested we encourage that level 3 courses be taught with AP criteria

· Students who take AP classes are more prepared for colleges regardless of  their score   

· It was suggested that FAEA offer help to demystify AP for teachers
4. SB 1908 – language concerning SSS might result in stronger standards than we have now, nowhere is the word “extracurricular” language used.

 Linda Lovins will have a strong role in deciding which practical arts courses will 

qualify for the performing arts credit.
5. Amendments for November ballot –

      A5  - replacement ad valorem eliminates property tax / Repeal of sales tax  

         need to pay particular attention to this DO: encourage people to vote NO

A9 – 65% of funding – some states have included the arts in this, some have not

A7 – opens the door for state funding of vouchers, and private and religious schools

6. There is going to be a lawsuit filed against the state concerning funding for public schools since the funding for schools has been cut – will probably be three or four years out

7. Suggestions for action – opportunity for this election year – number of open seats and against incumbents;  Two questions to ask candidates :  What do you think about arts education?  What are you going to do about it?

The course description and standards revisions begins in the fall of 2009, allowing the summer 2009 for tweaking. There has to be subject area articulation, public comment, a second meeting when passed before the course descriptions are written, standards have to be finished by 2011. Let Linda Lovins know the impact of budgeting. The General Advocates Office is surveying the states about the impact budget cuts have made on arts education. Linda will send a form to sign up to receive funding opportunities and current information.
Sue Castleman: The Art in Tallahassee needs to be changed. If we can establish a funding source FAEA has digital art that could quickly replace the work.
