Minutes
Patricia Lamb, FAEA President, called the meeting to order, the sign-in sheet was passed around and the minutes from the May 17, 2008 meeting were approved as written.
Carol Norman conference chair welcomed us and outlined some of the problems and expenses that FAEA incurred this year and asked us to think of how it could be done differently in 2009. Two obvious problems were the cost renting busses due to the cost of fuel and the unavailability of school busses with Friday being a “make up” day due Hurricane Fay.  Gallery tours were set and she thanked the volunteers for offering to assist on the bus trip. The suggestion was made, for 2009, to consider having individuals car pool or drive to the off site workshops. If individuals drove FAEA would supply maps and check ahead if there was sufficient parking at each site, and will consider having the school busses take care of evening events. Board members were encouraged to go on the gallery tours which involved 4 galleries, a glass studio and an easy walk to the Grand Bohemia Hotel. Lisa K-R. reported that with her previous email call for help that several individuals volunteered their services. Lisa had scheduled people to help Pearl Krepps with the vendors.
Carol reported that there were good numbers at the on-site registration.  

Awards for Friday night at 7pm: Sue C. reminded the division chairs that they were reading a little blurb about their honoree and that board members would present the award. Awardees were to sit up front and speak one-two minutes if they wished. After the awards the names of the teachers who participated in digital show were called to pick up their packets. Each teacher received a free DVD. Next year in anticipation of more submissions the committee is considering creating two DVD’s one elementary and one secondary. Sue also asked for the name of someone in our district who might be willing and able to work on creating the DVD for 2009
The web site going live today and student work will be on it.

James Perry gave a legislation update from the recent CTE course offerings. 

The DOE distributed the courses they thought would suffice for the performing arts credit. 

A public hearing and phone call-ins followed.  

A result of the public hearing was that a process needed to be defined and that credentialed people needed to be represented.

A task force was called of arts and CTE knowledgeable people. 

James Perry with DOE, CTE representatives and David Lewis, Frank House, Jean Reynolds and with Pat Lamb on a conference call helped to represent the arts. The original list (almost 300 courses from every district) was reviewed and expanded to include more courses; discussion was not part of the process. A few courses were accepted, the CTE representatives worked on the correct verbiage necessary to make the course acceptable. Lucy Haide, in Tallahassee seemed to understand the concerns as well as other CTE individuals. There was a sense of a beginning in making some inroads into cooperation between the concerned parties. There was a discussion as to how many courses are taken by how many students and should courses be deleted, or combined. The DOE has a count and there needs to be a conversation about courses less attended if they should get dropped from the course code and/or will others be designed to include them. James P. said that the written comments from the session are sent to the general council which means they will go as written, and an exact report is received. The question was asked if there was ever a definition of the arts given, James said yes there was a basic standard definition offered. Sue said she has been working in her county with the CTE/ work force to find common ground in an effort to work together 

Since the media is not always our friend we were encouraged to find the advocates like Gerald Bracey who writes in Phi Delta Kappan and in Educational Leadership and others who give us the ammunition we need when defending the arts. Articles in Fresh Paint are excellent ways of reporting best practices and advocating for the arts. We do not always get the correct facts from the news media, James said he’d put some correct data in Fresh Paint. There was more conversation about the rewriting and possible combining of arts courses before the standards review. The bottom line is that we know students take classes they need and like, if we offer good courses, work together, share to keep good classes alive in our schools.

There was a Practical Arts meeting called for Friday in Tallahassee which caused Dr. Linda Lovins to have to return to Tallahassee. 

James reminded us of the physical education requirement that parents are to be notified of the ability to opt out.

We were made aware of the fact that Florida is 50th in funding for students. There is a movement and we were invited to “get on board” go to  www.50thnomore.org/ This is a non-partisan grassroots organization dedicated to rallying support for Florida's public schools. Checkout the web site and see how you can fit into the idea. If you can use the slogan, get parents and teachers involved, use it as a way to work for the arts disciplines that are surviving at least for now. After the November election contact your local representatives welcome them and ask for their helping keeping the arts alive, we need to be the catalyst. A suggestion is to get parents to do some of the talking, get them out there promoting outrage at the issues. A parent   or community arts person can better represent us. James will be developing information to get to us. 

Peggy N. reported on the Brevard Cultural Alliance’s Excellence in Visual Arts Award. It is in its 3rd year in Brevard. The state is putting together a writing committee, who will work on-line, to use the EVA as a working model and create a Visual Arts Demonstration School Model, VADS. The projected date to unroll the VADS wasn’t presented but it was understood that the team will work in 2008 and a time line will come out of their work Mabel said she would send the EVA out to all supervisors. Peggy passed a paper around soliciting arts administrators and arts supervisors to volunteer to participate in Brevard’s program as portfolio reviewer and site visitors.

PAT L. spoke about the AP Portfolio Exam initiative to accept AP digital submissions of student art work in 2009. The students will have the ability to store images on a universal server and teachers are the gatekeepers as to the final submissions. Student signs that the work submitted accurately represents his/her work and has not been altered.

Other business:

DOE has a new division and Linda Lovins is now in the Office of Humanities under Beth Bouchard the Division Director for the Office of Humanities.
The FAEA assessment project: DOE pulled the funding so it is on hold until the funding is reestablished. The writing of test items is completed and except for delivery test items are there ready, copyright issues have been taken care of.
Pat L. handed out applications and award nominations for Craig Collins from the FNAA, Florida Network of Arts Administrators, and encouraged us to talk up this organization. Very important we need these individuals to support us

Sue C. Reminded us that the redesigned web site will go live today and will be introduced at conference. FAEA put out call, companies submitted prices, AEGIS from Tallahassee won the bid and at a cost of $9,000.00 recreated FAEA’s site. The committee felt it has a more attractive front page, it is easy to navigate and will be more beneficial to members. Sue reminded us that the format is pretty much the same, there are more features and that features will be added. She feet FAEA got the best for its money, let Sue know if something is missing and consider it a work in progress.
