Board Meeting

Conference    
Pat Lamb welcomed the board and reviewed the agenda. Minutes from past meetings were distributed and accepted as written. Due to the efforts of James Perry and others in Tallahassee both Senator Stephen R. Wise and Senator Nancy Detert, would be at conference.  We were urged to get our members to be in attendance at both of the general assemblies, and, if we had the chance, thank the senators for their efforts regarding the arts.
Carol Norman, Conference Chair, gave an overview of the next three days and reported that there were no major needs; everything seems to be going well. Pat reminded us that our responsibility would be to try to make everyone have a positive “conference experience”, introduce yourself, and help others understand the function of the Board. There is a hotel map in the conference booklet to help participants find their workshop rooms. Be a good host, do what you can to make others feel “welcome”. Conference attendance numbers are down, about 125 below last year. However there seems to be a good number of walk-ins registering. Pearl Krepps will need help in the vendor hall passing out water, pizza and  getting the lingering participants OUT of the hall at closing time.
James Perry urged us to recognize that everyone did something to get here, they have a voice, and in the post conference evaluation, encourage members to offer suggestions for changes. Next year we are still at this hotel for the same price. However FAEA will be looking at the possibilities of a different month or different format. Additionally, since the state will no longer designate a state conference day, this is a perfect time to make a change.
Sue Castleman reported on the digital exhibit. 40 pictures designated as “excellent” were printed out and matted to the size of existing frames. Debbie Barrett Hayes will take the art to Tallahassee after conference and handle the installation in Tallahassee. The student art is replacing older work. Participating teachers each received a DVD. There was no demand for other DVD’s to sell so they were not burned. The participation continues to grow. We should stress that it is an honor to be evaluated in a state assessment. Sue reminded us there are still many possibilities for the student art program for the new Board to consider i.e.,

· upload art to the web (2 years…) 

· get students more involved at conference

· possible return to a student symposium.

Dean Cavalho handed out the financial report and reviewed the profit / loss and cash flow. He directed us through the report and reminded us that after conference there will be more numbers. Since we are completely dependent on conference it is important to get more involved in the process. Any questions would be addressed Sunday with conference updates. 

Pat thanked each division chair for their work this year and reminded them to bring their report Sunday after their division meetings.

Karen Noble reported on the “Going Green” project. Unfortunately she felt, due to meager submissions, there wasn’t enough material to create Green digital lessons to post on line and therefore, had to cancel. Hopefully next year we can have a Florida flag design to submit. The state-wide YAM theme will be Everything Old is New Again.  A suggestion was made to possibly  work with builders as sponsors.

Cathy Futrall made personal contacts and reported that out of 13 Higher Education contacts, only about half will be at conference; making personal contacts help. 

Pat Lamb contacted different members that were under represented, but also found out that unfortunately these educators receive a small allotment for conferences. Since they are expected to go to NAEA it takes almost all of their money, which makes it difficult to get them to participate at FAEA.
Marshall Adams reached out to Museum members across the state. Through his efforts, more joined, with some attending conference for the first time…..

Ann Ayers discussed surveying districts to see whether they feel they are affected by cut backs. Ann thinks some have been drastically affected but that the secondary teachers have a sense of safety without realizing some unintended consequences. Ann told us about a group started by Craig Roland at Art Ed 2.0, an art exchange.
Gerrie Leigh mentioned that more retirees are mentoring. 

Pat asked us to work on ideas to help us develop some literature that represents FAEA.; something general that we do for children. We are looking for short, concise ideas about who we are and  what we do.
Pat addressed the group to express her appreciation for all of us and Sue C. took the opportunity to give Pat our gift to her for her two years of presidency.

10 minute Break

James Perry gave a legislative update: Senator Wise and Senator Deter will be attending conference. Sen. Deter will be attending Thursday afternoon and Sen. Wise Friday morning. These senators came to show a presence and let the art teachers know they are  trying to help them in legislative matters. Both senators have been instrumental in  making important data available that shows the relevance of the arts in education. Wise helped us to get data. Senator Wise’s letter can be accessed  on the FAEA web site.

Pat Lamb invited us to tour the new Arts Center in Polk County.  
Linda Lovins
Linda reiterated James’ request for stories; constant positive arts stories telling how the arts serve the general population; what differences the arts make. Linda addressed forming teams for Next Generation Standards rewrite. The entire process will include framers, writers, new course descriptions, professional development for teachers, instruction, certification, and testing. Complete notes were given on a CD to all present.
If you call the DOE you can ask Dr. Smith for a quote regarding the importance of the arts for the next generation of students. Linda reported on Elementary and Secondary Surveys, course enrollments, and VADS. Linda brought a project she is working on for the state. Her need was for some of us to select images from the Kinsey collection. The works will be part of a broader interdisciplinary unit. The Kinsey collection has about 100 artifacts of slavery, the African – American society in the 1800s, and post modernism from the Harlem Renaissance. A different team will write the curriculum and possibly put together music on i-Tunes. It is a teacher quality grant based on Next Generation Standards.
New deputy asked to form a teacher advisory council. Linda submitted the names of 
Karen Nobel and Debbie Barrett-Hayes as possible candidates.
